· Firewood and straw will be provided and a Blue-Grey Ball will be held on Saturday night. A “Tea” is also being planned. Food venders and period sutlers will be on site.
· All branches, Artillery, Cavalry and Infantry are invited to participate.

· Franklin, TN is just south of Nashville.  The Harlinsdale Farm is about 2 miles west of I-65. Take the TN-96 exit, EXIT 65, toward FRANKLIN/MURFREESBORO.  Turn West onto MURFREESBORO RD/TN-96.  Turn RIGHT onto MACK HATCHER MEMORIAL PKWY/US-31-TRUCK N/US-431-TRUCK N/TN-397 N.  Turn LEFT onto FRANKLIN RD/US-31/TN-6.  Harlinsdale Farm is on the RIGHT.
